AIRPORT INFORMATION AND TRANSPORT TO THE RECOMMENDED HOTELS
The venue of the meetings, Tokyo University of Marine Science and Technology, is located near Shinagawa station in Tokyo. The first two recommended hotels are situated close to the station.

a) From Haneda International Airport to Shinagawa Station, Tokyo (recommended airport for easy access to the meeting venue)
· By Train
The trip takes about 15-20 minutes and costs about 330 JPY. Please travel to Shinagawa Station by Keikyu Line. The recommended hotels (Shinagawa Prince Hotel and Keikyu EX Inn Takanawa) are within walking distance (1-5 min).
If you stay in Toyoko Inn Tokyo Shinagawa-eki Konan-guchi Tennozu, please take Tokyo Monorail train. The trip takes about 30 minutes and costs 460 JPY.

· By Limousine Bus
